All applications will be reviewed, and awardees selected by a qualified selection committee.
Scholarships will be awarded without regard to race, ethnicity, national origin, religion, gender, or
disability.
Incomplete applications will not be considered.
Any use of artificial intelligence (AI) to answer any questions on this application is not permitted.
Plagiarism is also not permitted. Each application will be checked for A.I. and plagiarism, and if either are
found, the application will be immediately removed from consideration.
Scholarships are a one-time award. Scholarships can be deferred for one year.
Awards will be paid upon proof of registration at a 2-year, 4-year, or vocational college or university.
Awards will be issued by August 2025.
All awards will be paid directly to the educational institution the student will attend.
Awardees will forfeit their scholarship if mandatory paperwork is not received by FRS within 60 days of
notification that they have been selected.
Recipients will be contacted directly and names will be posted to www.FRS.org/scholarships in the spring.
